You can see Hanipon everywhere in the city,
including tourist information boards and
buses.
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Honjo City is located about 80 km from Tokyo in the
northwest part of Saitama, and is a place of abundant
natural beauty blessed with lush verdure and water. The
city flourished as the largest post town of the
Nakasendo-route during the Edo Era, and as a major
trading center of (silkworm) cocoons after the Meiji
Era. At present, the city continues to grow as a key
transportation hub with Honjo Waseda Station on the
Joetsu/Hokuriku Shinkansen line and Honjo Kodama
Interchange on the Kanetsu Expressway.

At the age of 34, he began to collect, categorize, and
organize old historical materials and literary works that had been
scattered throughout Japan, and over the course of 40 years, he
compiled a total of 666 literature books "Gunsho Ruiju (Great
collection of old documents)." With an ambition to "do his best
for society and for the future," he devoted himself to the
Japanese classics and completed the massive project. Gunsho
Ruiju has contributed greatly to academic research in history,
the Japanese classics, and national literature.

Located
on a hill of Joushin-in, this temple,
commonly known as one of Japan's
largest “Sazae-do,” is a rare building with
a two-layered appearance outside and
three-layered structure inside. It
enshrines one-hundred Kannon statues
from 33 places in Saigoku, 33 places in
Bandou, and 34 places in Chichibu.
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Akiyama Jyunitensha Temple

The 7th Reijo (sacred places) of the Ten Kanto Reijo. Located on the summit
of Mt. Jyuniten, it{énshrines the twelve gods of ancient India, such as
Bishamonten, Taish : Enmaten. A regular festival is held annually

Mt. Yokogai-san
This highest mountain in Honjo City stretches
between Honjo City and Kamikawa-towm at an
altitude of 593.6 m. It has been called
"Kamiyama" (mountain of God) for a long time.

Here, you can enjoy hiking while encountering
with rich nature.
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Inazawa Hiking Course
The course includes Sumiyoshi
Shrine and a lookout where
you can see the mountains in
Joshu.
